Tiiden was woefully, out of touch in the first 
two sets of the singles. The ball seemed like 
lead on his racket and although he played for 
safety down the centre of the court, at tempt-

Vines hit some of his forehand drives as hard 
as any man has ever hit a lawn tennis ball, 
His racket was like the axe of some Umslopo-
gaag, spreading ruin and destruction. 

Nevertheless Tiiden rallied in the third and _ 
fourth set, producing some vintage '21 services. ' 
But those who hoped to see him snatch the 
match from the fire were soon disappointed. 

Vines broke through the service, to lead 3—1, 
Prom tha t point all t h a t concerned Vines was 
holding his own service.
