Lady Josephine notes:

* Born 1912; won Coventry Stakes at Royal Ascot
* By Sundridge (crack sprinter from whom Sun Briar, Reigh Count, and thus Count Fleet descend)

* Out of Americus Girl, also a top sprinter by CA-based sprinter Americus (who traveled all over Europe as a sire)


* Won 5 furlong sprint at Epsom carrying 136lbs in record time


* Ran second in the Irish Oaks while carrying 26 lbs more than the winner

* Americus Girl’s dam was Palotta, a useful sprinter who was purchased after 4 seasons racing in a Dublin sale by Mr. A. H. Ledlie of Cork. She was the first mare he ever bought. After 4 foals of no real value and a barren season, she was bred to Americus who at that time stood in Ireland near the Curragh for Mr. Croker. His fee was 12 lbs, expensive at the time.
* Americus Girl, after finishing her racing career in England, was bred to Sundridge in 1911, the last year he stood at stud in England. (He was sold to France the following year and had to be put down only a few years later.) The result of that mating was Lady Josephine (1912 ch m)
* Lady Josephine, already named, was sold as a yearling at Doncaster in 1913 for 1700 guineas to Mr. W. M. Savill.

* LJ won her first start out at 2, the Tattenham Plate at Epsom

* Next won the Acorn Stakes, also at Epsom

* In her next start, the Coventry at Royal Ascot, she faced on six other horses. She took the lead at the start and held it, winning easily by about 2 lengths

* She then won the Bibury Club Champagne Stakes against a reportedly weak field

* Trained for all races above by Jack Fallon

* She was defeated in her next start, a 5 furlong race with a purse of 177 pounds (lots),  as the favorite, by Silver Tag, also a 1912 daughter of Sundridge

* At three, LJ did run until June. She finished 6th in a field of 14 behind Volta (not noteworthy).  She did not train on and was retired.
* A month later, she sold at Newmarket for 1200 guineas. Had not the economy been suffering because of the Great War, she likely would have sold for a great deal more

* She was purchased by Henry Cholmondeley who managed Sledmere Stud for Lady Sykes

* She was barren in 1917 to Roi Herode, sire of The Tetrarch, and again in 1918 to Bachelor’s Double

*Her first foal was Lady Juror (1919), a successful race mare by Son-In-Law, and a successful broodmare, most notably of sire Fair Trial

* Like her sister, MM, Lady Juror’s daughters were successful broodmares. Riot got Commotion, winner of the 1941 Oaks and dam of the undefeated Combat. Sansonnet was best 2 YO filly of her year and dam of Tudor Minstrel.
* Born two years later, Mumtaz Mahal (1921, by The Tetrarch), was the intentional result of breeding two exceptionally fast horses, contrary to the common practice of breeding fast mares to stallions with staying power
* Mumtaz was sold as a yearling at Doncaster in 1922 for 9100 guineas, very nearly a record (Sceptre sold for 10000 guineas, I think) to the Aga Khan
