Two Year-Old Season (1923: 6 starts)

1) May 16, 1923 (Newmarket) Spring Stakes, 5 furlongs, George Hulme up. Led from the start, left the field behind at three furlongs, won by 3 in a canter in a new course record of :57 4/5. Straitlace was second.
2) June 1923 (Royal Ascot) Queen Mary Stakes, 5 furlongs, George Hulme up. Won by 10 lengths and earned nickname “The Flying Filly.”

3) (Sandown) National Breeders Produce Stakes, 5 furlongs, ?? up. Won by 4 lengths.

4) (Goodwood) Molecomb Stakes, 5 furlongs, ?? up. Won by 10 lengths.

5) (Doncaster) Champagne Stakes, 6 furlongs, George Hulme up. Won by 3 lengths.

6) October 12, 1923 (Kempton) Imperial Produce Stakes, 6 furlongs, ?? up. Visibly not her best, disliked the deep going, felt the whip for the first time, but was second by half a length to the colt Arcade, who carried 7 pounds less.
Three Year-Old Season (1924: 4 starts)
1) (Newmarket) 1000 Guineas, 1 mile, ?? up. Had a lead of 6 lengths at one point, but the distance was too much and she finished second, a length and a half behind Plack and half a length in front of Straitlace.

2) (Royal Ascot) Coronation Stakes, 1 mile, ?? up. Fifth of seven behind Straitlace.

3) (Goodwood) King George Stakes, 6 furlongs, ?? up. Won by ?

4) (York) Nunthorpe Stakes, 5 furlongs, George Archibald up. Won by 6 lengths over Drake, a 4 year-old colt.
