registration (or penalized in the show ring) when more obviously 
marked; in many breeds minimally marked individuals will not be 
identified as having the "prohibited" pattern.  For example, sabino 
Welsh Ponies are actually quite common.  Only those ponies with 
larger, more obvious patches of white are deemed to be "skewbalds" 
and denied papers, and even then they are sometimes overlooked 
when accompanied by heavy roaning. (Chart 4)

Finally, it must be stated that the information contained in these charts 
comes from a variety of sources, including breed registries and stud 
books.  Every effort has been made to insure that they are accurate, 
but until there are comprehensive genetic tests for all the known colors, 
misidentification of individuals is always possible.  There is also always 
the possibility that new information can come to light.  In cases like this, 
proper documentation included with an entry can often mean the 
difference in placing or not!  For that matter, it is never 

a bad idea to include reference material when showing a color not 
typical for the breed.

I would also caution readers that registry color rules can and do 
change. The recent repeal of the American Quarter Horse Association’s 
“white rule” is a good example.   It is always a good idea to do a little 
research to see if rules have changed.  And in that spirit, these charts 
are regularly updated to reflect new information.  I am always 
interested in unusual “finds” in these breeds or in others not listed.  If
