Hi Michelle,
I was just looking through the list of new rules on the Breyer website, and the following under the Collectibility division stood out to me:
“Horses may not be shown with their box; the exception is horses that are still in their unopened, original blister pack.”
I understand that the point of the rule is to keep the show tables from being cluttered with common boxes for recent releases (i.e. the yellow plastic boxes most Breyers are sold in currently, Connoisseur model shipping cartons, etc).
But you only mentioned blister pack boxes as being acceptable. Does that mean that other rare Breyer box types are not allowed? I’m thinking of things like the Showcase boxes, Touchability boxes, old 1960s mailers, and old horse and rider boxes from the 1950s. (See picture examples below.)
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The Clydesdale in the showcase box could not be removed without destroying the collectability of the box, and the horse has little value outside of his extremely rare box. This is a case where the packaging is far more rare and valuable than the model inside it.
The same goes for the Touchability box. The Family Arab Stallion has little value because it’s so common. But the box he is still attached to was made only for a year in the late 1960s and is next to impossible to find. 
The clock box is likewise far more rare than the clock itself. Most people threw those boxes away.
The Mountie Box and other horse and rider boxes date to the 1950s, and they too are very hard to find, much more so than the horses, riders, and accessories that came inside them.  All of these boxes would sell empty for many times more than the models inside them would. The boxes themselves are collectible as part of the provenance of the model itself. 
Collectibility is all about finding the best example of a rare model, both in terms of quality of finish and condition, but also (especially for the vintage pieces) finding all of the little accessory pieces and the original box to make a set truly complete. 
It hardly seems fair to allow showers to bring one type of rare packaging but not other kinds.
