1. Uncle Mo (Indian Charlie x Playa Maya, by Arch) Mo, the 2010 BC Juvi winner and  the 2 Year-Old champ, was the undefeated hype-horse until his somewhat surprising 3rd place finish last out in the Wood Memorial.  He ran some good times at two, but has yet to regain his form in his only 2 starts this year. He looked short in the Wood, though whether it was from lack of fitness or lack of stamina remains to be seen. His trainer, Todd Pletcher, said the colt had a stomach bug which probably impacted his performance in the Wood as well. He’s had 2 nice workouts at Churchill, including one in the mud, which is encouraging.
2. Dialed In (Mineshaft x Miss Doolittle, by Storm Cat) Dialed In likes to come from well back in the pack which can be troublesome in a big field. He won the Florida Derby last out in a late charge though the time was slow. He has the pedigree to go long, and given enough speed to run at and a clear trip, he should be a contender.
3. Archarcharch (Arch x Woodman’s Dancer, Woodman) Archarcharch won the Derby last out and has acquitted himself fairly well in 4 starts this year. He will be one of the more seasoned horses in this field, and he will probably finish in the top half of the field. He’s not particularly fast, and he’s a bit of a grinder, so he will need clear sailing in the stretch to be effective.
4. Comma to the Top (Bwana Charlie x Maggie’s Storm, by Stormy Atlantic) Easily the most experienced horse in the field (and a gelding to boot), CttT already has 13 starts under his belt. His most recent finish was a close second in the Santa Anita Derby. He led from the start, set fairly fast fractions, and was just nipped in the closing strides. His stamina for 10 furlongs is a bit suspect, but he may set a good pace through the early stages of the race.
5. Toby’s Corner (Bellamy Road x Brandon’s Road, by Mr. Frisky) Toby has won 3 of his 4 starts this year, including a win on a muddy track. He won the Wood Memorial last out while overcoming all sorts of trouble and beat Uncle Mo in the process.  The time was on the slow side, but this colt his guts, and his sire was a speed demon. I suspect he’ll be in contention in the stretch.
6. Pants on Fire (Jump Start x Cabo de Noche, by Cape Town) Pants has the best name in the field, and he seems to have improved with added distance this year. He also has speed and his pedigree suggests fairly solid stamina. I’m not sure I see him winning, but he has a shot.
